Essay Writing
Paragraph 1: Context

What is the poem about? What are the main themes? Use this paragraph to give a brief summary about the basic idea of the poem.

Paragraph 2: Language

Apply your one word analysis. Use this paragraph to analyse a couple of words like lemons (squeeze all the meaning out).

Paragraph 3: Imagery

Talk about any similes, metaphors or personification. Why has a simile been used instead of a metaphor? Why have no devices been used? What effect do they create in the poem?

Paragraph 4: Sound

Mention alliteration, sibilance, assonance, harsh/soft sounds, rhyme schemes. Why has the author chosen to emphasis some words? How does the sounds represent the attitude and atmosphere of the writing?

Paragraph 5: Form

You can write about line lengths, sentence lengths, punctuation, stanza/paragraph sizes, enjambment, overall appearance (e.g. organised/messy) of the writing.

Paragraph 6: Personal response 

How do you connect with this writing? How can you relate to the writing? What impresses you the most? Do you feel the writing is effective? 

· To show a balanced argument, and organised brain, all paragraphs should be roughly the same size in length. 

· Use connectives to add extra sophistication to your writing e.g. futhermore, simultaneously, moreover, in addition, however, likewise, in opposition, consequently, subsequently, similarly - www.stacey.peak-media.co.uk/year7/7-7Rivers/7-7Waterfallwords_files/7-7homework-Waterfallwords.htm (You almost always use a comma after a connective)
· Technically, if you had a lot to say, you could do two imagery paragraphs, two sounds paragraphs etc – but only one introductory and personal response
